You can take a train, bus or
plane from Bangkok to get there (with train being the best experience).

Chiang Mai is really a lovely city and indeed very safe. For trekking I would recommend you to get a guide on your trip
(for obvious safety reasons) or just join a group of other people. 



If you want to book a budget hotel I could recommend the Chiang Mai Gate Hotel which offers reasonable prices and
clean rooms.
